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OLD DOMINION CHAPTER MUSEUM UPDATE By Bill Todd




Prior to publication of the April "Highball," the last museum review meeting took place on March 25. At that time a new
sanitary line was being installed from the depot out to the city sewer system since the original 1914 wooden pipe had corroded.
Partition framing is 100% complete. Complete wallboards have waited for an electrical permit from Richmond, which was received
on April 1. Plumbing rough-in is 100%, and electrical rough-in is 80% complete. Ceiling framing is complete. The freight side is almost
completely finished except for some ceiling work, polishing a small part of the floor and work on the doors to outside.

The handicap ramp plans are finished, and ODC has to decide whether to have the general contractor do the work, or have
members do it. Looking ahead, HVAC installation needs to be completed, and fire alarm, telephone and outside electrical work need
finishing. Outside security lights have been reconnected. A couple of small roof leaks need patching up. Agreement with ODC
Modelers for their space in the freight room has been agreed upon.

All three invoices from the general contractor, Spacemakers, Inc., have been paid effective April 2. The original contract was
$459,966.00, and approved change orders total $52,616.24, or an increase of 11.4%, for a new contract sum of $512,582.24. The
VDOT enhancement grants total $656,000.00. These are administered by the City of Richmond, which requires ODC to pay its depot
expenses first before reimbursement, which total 80%. ODC is then responsible for 20%.

Bob Dickinson has conducted meetings and communication with ODC members about ideas for interior furnishing of the
museum once completed. Many have contributed thoughts to him. All are appreciated.

Last month we reported that ODC had been conducting negotiations with a bank for a bridge loan. Just prior to closing, the
bank backed out of the deal without any specific explanation. However, we immediately opened negotiations with another bank
which are currently ongoing. The purpose of the loan is to pay the general contractor's invoices while awaiting reimbursements from
Richmond. Right now, we have paid all three invoices from the GC, as mentioned, but are waiting two reimbursements connected
with them from Richmond. This has place a strain, as you can image, on ODC's balance sheet.

With ODC's spring excursions to commence in May, members might want to remember that the Buckingham Branch of the
Chesapeake & Ohio Railway used to run regularly scheduled passenger service with mixed trains down to Dillwyn. For example, the
C&0's passenger timetable on December 18, 1938 had the following listing for Bremo-Dillwyn:

According to Tim Moriarty the General is an Army RS4TC locomotive originally painted in the Army's standard black with
yellow safety appliances locomotive paint scheme and in September 1996 numbered DLA (Defense Logistics Agency) 54344. It had
originally been US Army 4004, serial number 61234. Before coming to the BB it was last based at the Defense Logistics Agency depot
just south of Richmond, VA in late 1996. According to the base's public affairs office the nickname originated from the fact that both
Army and Navy personnel worked at the base, so in honor of the two groups, this locomotive was called the General and a sister
locomotive the Admiral.

According to The Second Diesel Spotter's Guide by Jerry A. Pinkepank copyright 1973, the General is apparently built to an
Army blueprint and considered a Whitcomb design. Davenport also built 18 locomotives to the same blueprint. Baldwin Locomotive
Works owned 92% of Whitcomb stock after 1931.

By 1940 Whitcomb was operated as a Baldwin division. In February 1952 all Whitcomb production shifted from their
Rochelle, IL plant to Baldwin's Eddystone Works. In December 1952 the Whitcomb name was dropped for Baldwin-Lima-Hamilton
identification only. Baldwin-Lima-Hamilton continued to build Whitcomb designs into at least March of 1956.

Baldwin had merged with Lima-Hamilton in 1950. The last new Baldwin-Lima-Hamilton locomotive was built in 1956.

With a 1954 manufacture date, the General is a Baldwin-Lima-Hamilton, but the fact it is a Whitcomb design explains its
non Baldwin diesel engine. Whitcomb used both Caterpillar and Cummins diesels in some of their locomotives.

Midwest Rail Scene Report The army Transportation Center at Fort Eustis (VA) is replacing two small wooden trestles with
bridges made from recycled plastic products.
